Friday 15 th  April saw two crews gather at the Dartmoor Dinner just north 

of Plymouth for the second round of Scatter series set by Alan Tomes.

So although it was a few weeks ago now, I can still remember it like it 

was yesterday. On the startline, ready, waiting and nerves building. But 

before we get into the weekend itself I would like to cast back just over a 

year ago. 

 

It was a rainy Saturday morning in November 2014, Dad had not longed 

received his new copy of the Blue Book so was spending the morning 

having a look through it. Obviously it had changed a lot since he last saw 

one, which was a very long time ago, so there was many new rules and 

regulations to look at. About an hour into his reading, Dad called me over 

and pointed to a section in the Blue Book which said that óA person aged 

16 could compete in speed eventsô. I was really happy with this news be-

cause I had only done a few autotests up until that point and navigated on 

12 cars, so this was my chance to have a bit of driving time and get out of 

first gear lol. 

 

Now, what car was I going to use was the next question. Sure we had the 

Corsa but to be honest it was a bit slow and didnôt really look that good. 

This meant that over the next few months it was a bit of a brainstorm for 

what I could use. A few cars were tossed around and looked at but each 

were dismissed for one reason or another. But then, one day, Dad had a 

light bulb moment. What about an electric car ? Itôs a great idea I said. 

Seeing as though I was part of my school Greenpower Team and have 

been running it successfully for 2 years this was the logical step up to the 

Big Boy Electric Car. 

 

Electric it was but what about a car. Again the search started, scouring the 

internet for the right electric car at a decent price.  From a Nissan Leaf to 

a G-Wiz all cars were considered. But to be honest they all were thin on 

the ground, Dad even tossed with the idea of building our own car and 

started researching the idea but this became costly. So time was running 

out, if I wanted an electric car to compete with at Werrington. But what 

seemed like a perfect car came up for sale in October. 

 

A Volkswagen Polo converted by TRD (Turner Race Developments ) into 

an electric show car. Fully striped out with bucket seat, coilovers, uprated 
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brakes and running a massive 156v. Featuring 13 AGM batteries and 

onboard charging unit this was perfect. Sure it would only do 25 miles but 

that was enough for a hillclimb and even better it produced 160bhp equiv-

alent and 600 foot pounds of torque (A Nissan GTR only has 435). A few 

weeks later it was bought and back at home. This is where the problems 

started. 
 

Peter Locke was very accommodating by putting a class in at Werrington 

for EV cars but the MSA were not as kind. Instead all sorts of barriers 

were put up and once we had overcome one, another seemed to appear 

straight after. So even though every effort was made by all involved right 

up until the last few days before the event, it was not going to be possible 

for me to compete with it this year at Werrington. 
 

Luckily, we had also purchased a Suzuki Swift to use for 12 cars later on 

in the year so not all was lost. My entry was put in and paid for thanks to 

the bank of Mum and Dad. I hadnôt really driven the car much before I 

competed at Werrington. Sure I had driven the Corsa a lot but the Swift I 

had only driven once or twice and it was completely different. Sorry if 

Iôm waffling on a bit, Iôll cut to the actual event now. 
 

Having been down on the Friday to help setup I had already walked the 

hill when I arrived on the Saturday morning. The weather seemed ok and I 

was raring to go. My helmet problem was overcome thanks to the kind-

ness of Alex and Jenny Howells. Run one was nice and slow just to get a 

feeling of where the hill went and how the car felt to drive with my helmet 

and suit on. Run two was a bit of a disaster as I messed up the gear change 

off the start, so was bit slower than run one. Run three was faster again as 

I seemed to settle in with the car and the hill better than before. The last 

run of Saturday was a good run with me being a lot braver over the cattle 

grid and into the 90 left than my three previous runs. 
 

Sunday was meant to be wet so I knew that the hill would be different 

than the day before. Thankfully my first run was dry, I knew that the rain 

was coming so put everything into that first run and this showed as this 

was my fastest time of the weekend. Run two was my first wet run so I 

took it a bit easy to see how slippery it was. Run three I went a bit faster 

as I was used to the damp conditions but was still a bit off my dry time. 

My final run of Sunday and the track was really wet, I gave it my best 

shot and managed to come within 0.6 seconds of my fastest dry time.  
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Overall, it was great weekend and I thoroughly enjoyed it. Everyone was 

so kind, friendly and supportive. It was a great honour to be the first per-

son to receive the beautiful Terry Thorne Memorial Trophy.  
 

I would like to thank everyone involved in trying to get the electric car to 

run up the hill competitively, especially Peter Locke and Kevin Moore. 

And we are still looking into ideas to make it possible to run soon. I would 

also like to thank everyone involved in organising the event and making it 

such as great event from a competitorsô point of view. And finally a huge 

thanks to Alf Chanter and Shaun King for lending me a race suit, gloves 

and helmet (out of date J ).

The 3rd round of the ASWMC sealed surface stage rally championship 

took Team Pinky and the Civic Evo R to the far reaches of the southwest, 

to a land far far away, where time has stood still, ok, it actually took us 

to the Cotswolds, still a reasonable lug for us soft southerners, anything 

past South Brent and we start to get home sick. A beautiful if somewhat 
peaceful part of the country.  The Cotswolds, not South Brent. They 

seem to have a lot of gravel pits.  

 

The venue for this event was the former RAF Down Ampney Airfield just 

to the south of Cirencester, like many airfields in the 2 nd  world war it 

was built to aid the defence of the UK and to assist in the attacks on the 
enemy predominantly during the D day landings, Im not sure of its polit-

ically cor rect  to use the word enemy anymore when your  refer r ing to the 

Germans, but enemy they were at that time, and it was thrown together 

like many others in the area and used for only a few short years, in this 

instance between 1943 and 1947 when it left active service. Cirencester 
Motor Club have used it for many years now as the base for there Corini-

um Rally, once again, Im informative, as Corinium was in fact the Ro-

man Cirencester and was the 2 nd  largest Roman city at that time in Brit-

ain, so a very important city in its day, and still a beautiful place to visit 

especially if your in to old buildings and architecture generally.  

 
As we were booked in to a B and B for the night before the rally we set of 

to travel the 170 miles up to the Cotswolds, and, despite our hosts ad-

vice, we ventured in to the pub right next door as it was quite literally a 

few feet away, we had already been warned that it lacked shall we say 

ambience, as we arrived we had to disagree, as we could smell the ambi-
ence left over from previous customers, and when I say previous custom-

ers, there hadnõt been that many in recent times from what we could see. 

Luckily the landlord managed to find us a table for 6 amongst all of his 

available tables, and was able to give us his undivided attention for the 

evening, as there were no other customers requiring his unique table 

side manner. That being said, we dined well that evening with all of us 
enjoying our second choices, predominantly as our first choices from the 

menu were unavailable. The second choices were however well cooked 

and presented, Graham the landlord being an ex -mechanic, who had 

retired to the Cotswolds to become a pub landlord, was delighted to have 

6 petrol heads to talk to, I think it was a rare event that he had anyone 
else in on his own unique intellectual level as us, the Village that we 

were staying in being Cerney Wick was a delightful place, full of stun-

ning traditional Cotswold cottages and houses, no doubt occupied by 

those more fortunate in life from what we could see and not really the 
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type to drink in the òCrownó. We knew it was the crown as we could just 

about make the name out on the faded sign hanging precariously from 

the bracket over the side door, which was locked, our landlord had a car 
park full of broken cars and what appeared to be a hill billy convention 

out the back going on, so whilst the pub looked outwardly busy, it was a 

ruse to tempt people in. It worked, we went in. Moving on however.  

 

Saturday morning dawned (always a good start) bright and early, with a 

lovely blue sky and a chill on the ground, we were off to the venue, just 5 
minutes down the road from the bed and breakfast for 7am, all scruti-

neered the evening before as Ben was able to travel up during the after-

noon before for the early evening session, and it was a relatively short 

wait for car 1 to attack the stages, as car 21 we were all signed on and 

ready to go, everything other than tyre choices were made, there was 
much discussion about the venue being very slippery no matter if its wet 

or dry, so we went for some hard Hankook slicks, traditionally the Hon-

da goes fairly well with these and intermediates on the rear, it became 

apparent after setting of in to the stage that it wasnõt the best choice as 

the car was understeering and skittish, a reasonable stage time but one 

which could have been much better, plus we were delayed by local celeb-
rity Andy Gwynne in his Citroen Saxo super 1600 breaking down in front 

of us. Thereõs a surprise. 

 

Stage 2 saw much the same but with some older soft slicks, which 

seemed far better initially and helped the car around until they started 
to go off and give up under heavy breaking, towards the end of the stage 

they were positively squealing under breaking and the decision was 

made to dig deep and to get some new soft Hankooks, clearly the tyre of 

choice for many. Stage 3 and the car was handling superb on its new 

front tyres, with an excellent stage time of 7 th  overall and just a few se-

conds from the first in class car of Dave Parnell and Pete Bold in their 
super quick Escort. This was the sort of pace Ben had always hoped for 

with the car when doing the tweaks over the last 12 months and it was 

certainly working its magic.  

 

Stages 4 through to 7 the car was awesome, and we clawed back the 
time we dropped on the first stage and were fighting for a 7 th  overall and 

2nd  in class with a very quick Peugeot 306 S2000 fitted with all the toys, 

the crew were pedalling hard and we were just starting to draw them in, 

taking a handful of seconds each stage, to the point where after stage 7 

we only had 3 seconds to make up to get 2 nd  in class, and we were taking 

between 4 ð 8 on each stage, it was truly nail -biting stuff.  
 

Much discussion was had ref the tyre choice for the final stage and it 
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was agreed that what we had on would do its job, so we joined the queue 

knowing that out target was 4 seconds faster as a minimum that the 

Peugeot 306 s2000, we should be able to do it. As we approached the 
line there was a splash of rain on the screen, we dreaded that but both 

agreed itõs the same for everyone, so as we set of in to the stage it started 

to rain, not just rain but monsoon conditions, hail, slush, and buckets of 

rain, and then the exhaust snapped again as it had at Bovington, so we 

had no choice but to drive the waterlogged stage on slicks slowly and 

carefully, hoping the 306 would have the same conditions. Unfortunately 
the 306 was due to start about 10 minutes after us so had the time to 

change the tyres for wets on the front, subsequently they caught and 

past us in the stage taking nearly a minute out of us. A good decision by 

them to go with the wets had proved to be fruitful, and they finished a 

clear margin in front of us.  
 

We were not that devastated truth be told, you cant beat the weather 

when it does that and it was all about not throwing away the result we 

had on the final wet stage, so brining it home 3 rd  in class and well inside 

the top 10 was still a cracking result, the Peugeot we would deal with on 

another day hopefully. (Editors note, we handed its ass to it on a plate 
during the recent TSH stages) Finishing 8 th  and 3 rd  in the big boys class 

was a very pleasing result, the car proved it could do it, and we always 

knew Ben could do it despite his self beratment on a regular basis, im 

sure he does weird things with wet lettuce leaves in between events.  

 
Down Ampney turned out to be much better than we thought, the venue 

was brilliant, with a super fast section up through the middle seeing us 

hold the car flat in top at about 125mph for a few seconds, on a narrow 

concrete bumpy road, now thatõs fast, chatting to James Harvey in his 

Subaru he was getting up to 135mph, not thatõs downright scary. The 

roughness from previous years had been greatly alleviated by some in-
vestment in concrete and tarmac by the organising club and it was fairly 

good all the way around. All in all a great weekends rallying and one 

which has proved Pinky once again.  

 

Next for the team is the local event held at RAF Portreath down near Per-
ranporth in mid May, so bring on the good times.

Ive entered Treloy Sprint three times now, the first time the car had an 

electrical problem when double driving with Mike Perkin, so we didnõt 

start, in fact we didnõt leave home either, the second time I had a family 

commitment I had forgotten all about so the car went along but in the 

less than capable hands of Mike Perkin and Paul òeh eh ehó Price. I say 
less than capable not because the car wasnõt up to the job, but as it 

turns out the drivers were not as their times were to show. I can say 

that, as you will see if you read on, a win is a win even if its on a differ-

ent day and a different car, Victory as they say, is a sweet tasting nectar. 

Others also say they its not about winning, its about taking part, its nor-

mally the losers (Mike and Paul) who say that, as the winners think itõs 
about the victory.  

 

Towards the middle of March Ben Parker was kind enough to offer me a 

drive in his road rally Honda (fondly known as Forest, because its dark 

green) at the first Treloy sprint of 2016, whilst he was competing in 
Pinky (bright red thus pinky).

A 4 car Hondafest on its way to Newquay, hardly a rare sight I 

have to say. Im not sure what you would normally call a gathering of 

Hondas, normally something like a knobfest or a herd of asses, ill make 

the exception in this instance as we were all serious motorsport enthusi-

asts, oh, and Simon. To support the team we were joined by the delight-
ful Pink ladies in the form of Samantha Richards and Karen Hemmings, 

both of which refused to bring pompoms and be our cheer leaders for the 

weekend.  

 

We arrive at the venue and, as if we werenõt surprised, it was raining, 

not a lot but it was wet and the track, new to both Simon and myself, 
was awash. It was also a tad windy, so we set the service van up behind 

our collection of Hondas like some sort of stereo sound off and decided 

that the awning wasnõt going up, on a previous event it had blown over 

and become damaged, so its only used on dry sunny days when there is 

no wind now, itõs a shame to get it wet really. 
 

Obviously with a group of us, there was some natural rivalry, I already 

had my excuses up early as Bens òPinkyó was fastest as it had all the 

right bits, then Simons Rally òKatieó as it also had all the right bits and 
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Simon is after all a rally driver, and then Gary (also a rally driver appar-

ently) as he has eons of experience and had been there before, and then 

me at the back. Im a navigator, my steering wheel is usually attached to 
a map. The others gave the argument that my car (Bens Forest, please 

try and keep up) should be quick as it featured the engine and box out of 

Pinkys evo 1 edition, so a close ratio ish box and a decent 1800cc en-

gine, I hedged my bets and repeated my excuses.

Run 1 (off 8 as it turned out) was especially rubbish for me, the car was 

understeering woefully in the wet on the last corner and I simply could-

nõt link the selection of corners together.

As we lined up, I 

watched Gary set off in front of me and could only do what I could do, 
the car was more than capable it was just down to me to uphold Ben 

Parkers reputation of winning in his car.  It was at this point that I 

donned my black cape, grabbed my wand, doffed my top hat and became 



 

June 2016          www.plymouthmotorclub.co.uk        Page 29 

Alfredo the great, the magic man, as I did indeed pull a rabbit from a 

hat. I set of into the track attacking each corner after practicing them 

enough times to get the jist of what works and what doesnõt, and I man-
aged to actually string a good lap together, getting pretty much all of the 

corners right, or at least as right as I was able, and coming of the track 

just pushing 100mph over the finish line I felt that it was all I could do, 

as it turns out it was enough to award me a first in class (not a class win 

as this goes to the fastest car in the class, Treloy give the 1 st  in class 

award to the car which is 2 nd ) just pipping Gary Parker by 0.16 seconds, 
my time being 50.33 as averse to Garys 50.49. The fastest in our class 

went to the Celica in the end on 50.01 seconds, so a great days sport in 

our class.  

 

Bens goal for the day was to set out to take the class record in the rally 
car class, currently held by Mark Claytons Mini on a mid 47 second run, 

Ben put the pedal firmly to the metal and took a class win with a new 

class record at 46.70 seconds, a very respectable time meaning that from 

2 cars, Bens vehicles won 2 trophies, not a bad days work.
